To improve safety and increasing traffic volumes, the City of Castle Pines, in partnership with
Douglas County and the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT), will reconstruct the
Happy Canyon interchange. The project includes constructing a new bridge north of the
current structure, replacing the existing bridge, rebuilding the I-25 on- and off-ramps, and
implementing signal and intersection improvements throughout the interchange.

These upgrades will enhance traffic flow, improve connectivity and regional mobility, and
provide the infrastructure needed to support continued growth in the Castle Pines
community and surrounding area.
